Constructing a Drapery Template

1. Begin with construction paper exceeding the length and depth A "Carriers Down"
of the curve.
2. Have a marker, tape measure and tape for securing construction paper.
3. Place construction paper onto the ceiling or floor (whichever Template

4. Use tape to secure construction paper. /
5. With marker, clearly define pocket depth, stacking side, motor placement Floor
and centre line of the track.
6. Indicate whether the template was marked with the track above (A) B /’ Ceiling
or below (B) (see figl).

7. Mark the radius of the curve.
8. Indicate the distance from the window or wall to the centre of the track. Templafs
Important: Clear all obstacles (l.e. electrical, handles and sills). Wall
9. Clearly define all important measurement points: "Carriers Up"

- Exact stopping point of track on template. figurel
- Estimate fullness and carrier count, ceiling or wall mount.

10. The following measurements are critical to the precision c
of computerized track curving (see fig.2):
= Distance across to stopping points (cord length - A).
= Distance from centre of stopping points, B
back to apex of curve (height - B).
